Bali, 12 May 2007 - Indonesia will make history from the 18th – 26th of October 

2008 when it plays host to the first Asian Beach Games in the world. Bali will 

become the venue of this international event which will see 45 countries 

participating with over 10,000 athletes, officials, media and volunteers all flocking 

to the Island of the Gods for this world class event. As the first host, the readiness 

and successful outcome of ABG in Bali will become the barometer for subsequent 

event. One of the countries that will play host to the next ABG is China in the year 

2012.  

 

The Mayor of Haiyang City, Zou Changqing, and the assembly will visit Bali 

specifically to observe the preparation for ABG.
